The Search for ANF Scholars

Scholars, an ongoing guest Tor updated mformation
(Figure 23, AMF publications provided the most accu-
ride and complete st of schobars, although titles of the
projiects did oot always reveal the exact noture of the
reseurch.

small study funded by ANF provided the preliminary
study that helped secure MIH support, Likewise, the
scientific contnbutions of awardees reveal high divi-
dends to the profession. Internet searches of the univer-
sity Web sites for pust scholars were nch sources of
career-related history for some of the cadiest scholars,
muany of whom have retared.

In Good Company

Foundntions, like any human enterprize, are known by
the compuny they keep. Those that fund nursing re-
search corefully set high standards and review propos-
wls against ngorous criteria. Funding apencies temwd o
pwird grunts o more experienced investizutors who are
more likely o socceed in making scientific contriba-
tions. This proctice alse rewards funding agencies by
prsuring a higher hkelihood of scientific success and
recognition, When scientific products of funded re-

search ume published or sain natonal esieem. the
funding sgency or foundation that supported it receives
recogmition as well, This reciprocal relationship of
sugcess-breeds-success poses challenges for new inves-
tigators seeking funds for pibot work. Beginning nurse
rescarchers find it more difficult w0 secure needed
hinancil suppord o demonstrate scientific success than
doy somee other scientific helds. Unlike disciplines where
research is the primary focus, norsing hos fewer “par-
ent” environments that subsidize development and pro-
vide u culture of research for new investigators, Ma-
tiowi] Institube of Mursing Research officials report thd
the lwck of emphasis on research in moany nursing
schools affects the gquality and resources avadlable 1o
research trainees.” The need for bolstering research
suppint led the American Nurses Association Lo estab-
Iish the ANF in 1955 to provide a continung, full-time,
cotrdinated progriom devoted o nursing research. There
wis polential risk in investing in new investigalons or
these with a new line of inguiry, but early awardees not
caly completed their research studies, they published
them. At this point in AMF's history, publication of
research Hndings was the pomary hallmoack of the
scholar’s success and awardee's publications were rec-
ornized in Foundation progress reports.” However, us
nursing science matured, other benchmarks and benefits
of the program were seen. Evidence of promising
prelimingry work as well as published duta-based re-
search became standards for review of applicants for
federnl extramurnl funding. Recipients not only contrib-
wied to scientific Meroure, but ANE-Tunded pilot waork
also poved their woy to extend their research, ANF
orunts were mot just funding studies; they were lounch-
ing proarums of research!

Aﬁuw Quality in Proposal Review
and Selection

The Foundation took serously the stewardship of re-
search funds from its beginning, Euch year, the ANF
Board of Trustees pssures quality of funded grants by
its Mursing Hesearch Grunt Beview Committes of
experienced gront reviewers selected from nominations
forwarded by notional nursing organizations with o
stake in research. Beviewers typically serve a 2-year
term. Crant applications are critiqued by 2 10 3 review-
ers, with topic experts colled in as collutera] reviewers
for specialized topics as needed. The application and
review process s instructive to new investizator appli-
cunts, rrooming them in the process of grant submis-
sion, Bather thun focusing on the past research accom-
plishments of the wpplicant, review criteria ore reaned
toward scientific possibility, adeguate supervision or
mentorship, and the potential for supporting  Tuture
work, Bigor in review 1s applhied o evaluating appro-
prigtencss of method to the research question, suffi-
ciency of the sumple, and overall ability o complete the
project. Eoch review includes assurances of scientific

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integrity amd  profection of human subpects, Expent
reviewers include those experienced 0 qualitative,
guantitetive, biological and health systems research and
often nclude mdividuals who have received ANE
reserch funding in the past,

Informing Potential Applicants of
the ANF Research Grant Program

Most applicants credit thedr professors or mentors with
suggesting the ANF Besearch Grant as o possible
source o fund their research. Whether the project is a

thesis, dissertwtion, or o pilot study, the kegocy of

previows awerdees is likely to spread interest among
potentinl canchidotes. Foculty mentors who recognee
benehts from their own AKF gronts in the past share
enthusiasm wbout the progrom also and acquaint the
new nvestigator with B sigmificance inoo research
trapectony. The Foundation acquaints potential appli-
cants through notices in ANF and ANMA publications,
throwgh its links oo the ANA Web site, and through
presentations and information booths ot national and
regiondl research conferences,

Reciprocal Rewards of Grant
Euppon Seen in Exemplars

Comments from AMF research grunt recipients credit
the grant progrom with funding mniial first steps, but
they also consider the award prestgious, They tuke
pride in their selection as Schilars while recognizing
they are among an unusually copable peer group. The
success of this group reflects well on the Foundation in
the ongoing contributions their programs of resewrch to
the profession. In this woy, ANF and ois Scholors
reciprocate with benchmarks of reseurch success that
ure seen in the exemplars that follow,

Early ANF Scholars (19585-1970)

The first few ANF research grants supported studies
phout nurses, nursing roles, nursing education, and
nursing issues. Publication of these study owfcomes
helped w document the function and emerging role
chunges of the profession in the decade preceding the
19605, By 1961, most ANF proposals dealt with patient
care issues, und legendory careers emerged from grant
pwardees in this cohort. For example, Dr Eileen Haos-
selmeyer’s study of effects of handling premoturely
born infants on behavior bed to ber extramuorally funded
reseurch progrom demonstrating maultidiscplinory. ap-
prouches. She luter went on to spearhesd Sudden Infant
Death Syadrome (S105) research ot the National Inst-
tute of Child Health and Human Develogment and was
cited by ope expert as “the most influential single
person in the progress of SIDS research.™ Dr Mary V.
Meals study of effects of vestibolor stmuolation by

miechanical mocking and the developmentul behavior of

the premature infant was funded in 1964 and launched
u progrum of research advanced by others.” " She was

recogmized a5 an American Academy of Nursing “Liv-
ing Legend” in 1996 for her oumstanding work and
mentorship” Dr Donna L. Vreedevoe's study of aggres-
sive postoperative play responses of hospitalized pre-
school children was funded in 1968 at an early poant in
her cureer.” She later became a specialist in cardiovas-
cular research and 1= completing lorge extramurl sted-
ies, euch funded wt more than 5000000 by the
Amencan Heart Association and NIH respectively,™
Angeln MeBrde was among the new investizators
funded in 1967 w study “Mursing and pain: A clinical
experiment,” D McBnde's subsequent research ac-
complishments incloded o funded research Fellowship, o
cureer dedicated o mental bealth research, and o mole in
setting the notion™s women's mental health agenda.

Two animal studies were funded in 1969, demon-
struting the diversity of twpics swarded grants.”

Scholars of the 19705 Modals of Excelence
By the mud-1970s, spurred by increasing confribu-
tions b the Foundation, the numbers of grants awards
grew. Awardees included nursing Faculty, such as Dr
Ciludys Courtney, who studied the relutionship of sdre-
nal cortex o overan function, and demonstruted her
scientific snd grantsmuanship skills to bring NIH fund-
ing from the Division of Nursing o support Muoltidis-
ciphinary Research Training in anatomy, microbiology,
and physiology at the University of hinoss, Chicugo.
Dr Myrle Aydelotie recerved AMNE funds o study
nursing turnover:” One of many major contributions
throughout ber coreer to establishing critenia for evalu-
aling the nation's numsing services.” Dr Mubel A,
Wandelt tested the Slater Mursing Competencies and



Crualiey Patient Core Scales as part of an illustrious
career’s focus on effectiveness of nursing core.™ These
instruments remain in use today, Dr Virginig Meelon,
who received ANF funding o pilot o study of physio-
logicul chonges of the aging hamster inlesting, began
one of the first biohehavioral laboratories in o school of
nursing. Her interest in aging expanded o include
MIH-funded studies of respiratory effects on sleep and

received continuous funding by the NIH.™ Pumels
Mitchell's predoctora] work on effects of nursing ac-
tivities on persons with bruin injury was exponded in
several NIH supported studies sumrounding neuralogical
responses, penetic wnd developmental newrobiology,
undd neuro nurse specialist truining.”™ Like many of the
nurse scientists who were recipients of ANF grants for
doctoral studies i the 1970s, these scholurs are actively

By 1979, the roster of awardess includes muany
scholurs actively involved in research woday, Evidence
of this continued funding success is retrievable from the
NIH's own website.” Dr Elaine Larson, for example
studied gram-pegutive hond carmuge wnong hospital
personnel.

Trpp Beimer's ANF project dealt with knowledge and
wse of folk medicine among ethnic aged persons.

u Research Core and a Dementia Core Center,”™ Dr
Annette Wysocki, who stedied effects of noise on the
rate of wound healing in her ANF-funded dissedation
work, wdvanced her study in cellular biology  and
pchieved MIH funding for four major research grants,

Scholars of 1990-2004 Crowning the Century

Moving the NCNE o a full NIH institute in 19493
brought improved resources for mojor funding,”” but
guve even more imporance to the need for small grants
o Fumd pilor work, ANF grant applications increased in
mumber while competition for funds grew. Evidence of
the quulity of ANF gront applications appears in the
relutively short ome between ANF funding and pro-
eression 0 federal funding, Several have significant
records of muluple NIH avwards. In 1992, ANF funded
D Bitn Pickler o study non-nutrtive sucking effects on
bottle-feeding stress. MIH funded ber subseguent re-
search conceming bottle-feeding of infants through
2006, In 1993, Dr Jean McSweeney was funded by
ANF o study symptomatology of myocardial infarction
in women.”” These findings led to two major NIH
erants that revealed thut women expenenced specific
prodromel symptoms that were different from those of
mien, MeSweeney's work poblished in Cirenlotion:
Jowrnal af the American Hears Association brought her
intermational recognition.™ Dr Victoria Mock studied o
rehabilitution program in oncology as an ANF grant
recipient and continues o receive NIH funding for
research in cancer treatment-relsted fatigue. ™" Dr
Christine Miaskowskl received an ANF rrant to study
anitlgesic interactions with supruspinal opistes.™™ Her
continuing work with pain and pain relief in cancer
patients continwes to receive significant recognition and
ongoing NIH suppor.™

LEADERSHIP ENHANCEMENT AND DEVELOPMENT
(LEAD) PROJECT FOR MINORITY NURSES

Funded by W.K. Kellogg Foundation, the emphasis for Project LEAD for the year 2005 has been on
some specific objectives that the twenty-four participants (Fellows) would have the opportunity to achieve.
Fellows have been provided the opportunity to explore real life situations where specific leadership skills
made the difference in building strong cooperation and supportive relationships. They were also provided
the opportunity to identify aspects of leadership that are effective in managing highly diverse groups,
empowering others, demonstrating respect for diversity, demonstrating confidence, and recognizing the
importance of globalization of health care. One-on-one mentoring from executive leaders has been
accorded to each of the Fellows so that each could gain knowledge and experience in raising fund
negotiations, problem solving/conflict resolution, innovative change and effective communicating.

Each Fellow had an opportunity to share their projects with the group. The end of the program
presentations covered three components. Component | was a brief summary of the project. Component
Il was from the Fellows’ readings and participation in LEAD. This component was considered a specific
focus which allowed the Fellow to emphasize one or more of the concepts in the LEAD MODEL that was
or were clearly evident in what the Fellow specifically designed for their institution. Component IlI
instructed the Fellow that in concluding their presentation the Fellow was to provide a detailed
description of the impact that Project LEAD had on their career development and leadership skills.

The W.K. Kellogg Foundation celebrated its 75th Anniversary this year. Project LEAD produced a
book for the celebration entitled Soul of Leadership. The book has been an overwhelming success.
There have been 12,500 requests for the book. All accredited schools of nursing, the Board of the
Kellogg Foundation, and all major nursing organizations have received multiple copies of the book.



Food-Safe Schools: A School Nurse
Foodborne Illness Response Project

The ANF/Centers for Disease Prevention
and Control (CDC) Food-Safe Schools project
worked diligently to meet the goals of
this two year project. The goals are to
enhance the role of school nurses
within a coordinated school health
program to prevent foodborne illnesses.
Training workshops focus on heighten-
ing school nurses’ sense of ‘self effica-
cy’ and motivation to reduce and man-
age school-based foodborne illness
outbreaks.

Train-the-Trainer workshops titled
“School Nurses Responding to the
Challenges of Foodborne lllnesses: Prevention,

Detection and Management of Foodborne lllness

in Schools” were conducted during 2005: April
in Atlanta, GA and December in Scottsdale, AZ.
Twenty-five school nurse leaders attended the
workshops and enthusiastically developed indi-
vidual plans to replicate the workshop in their
area. Eight replications for over 230 school
nurses were completed and many more are
scheduled for 2006. ANF staff are available to
provide technical assistance and materials to
each trainer.

In June the ANF/Food-Safe Schools Project
published a resource document for school
nurses entitled: Food-Safe Schools: Handbook
for School Nurses - Prevention, Detection
& Management of Foodborne lllnesses,

Elaine Brainerd, Editor. The handbook can

be downloaded from the ANF website:
www.anfonline.org. A Food-Safe Schools
brochure that defines the role of school nurses
in responding to the challenges is available to
school and health personnel.

Exhibit booths at 2 major conventions:
the National Association of School Nurses in
Washington, DC and the American School
Health Association in Burbank, CA provided
opportunity for the ANF/FSS project to
disseminate materials and promote school
nurse involvement in reducing and managing
potential foodborne illness outbreaks.

The ANF/Food-Safe Schools Project as a
charter member of the National Coalition for
Food-Safe Schools (NCFSS) was instrumental
in the launching of a new comprehensive
resource for schools: Food-Safe Schools Action
Guide Toolkit in June 2005. NCFSS has over 50

Nurse Competence in Aging (NCA) is a 5-year
initiative funded by The Atlantic Philanthropies
(USA) Inc., awarded to the American Nurses
Association (ANA) through the American Nurses
Foundation (ANF), and represents a strategic
alliance between ANA, the American Nurses
Credentialing Center (ANCC) and the John A.
Hartford Foundation Institute for Geriatric
Nursing, New York University College of Nursing.

In 2005, twenty additional national specialty
nursing organizations, for a total of 47 with
the potential to impact over 400,000 nurses,
were awarded ANA-SNAPG (American Nurses
Association-Specialty Nursing Association
Partners in Geriatrics) grants. A final Call for
Proposals was issued for the grant awards in
order to allow sufficient time for completion of
all programming prior to the conclusion of the
NCA initiative in 2007.

While NCA continues to promote certification
in gerontology, given the barriers and challenges
presented over the past three years, and based
on discussions with The Atlantic Philanthropies,
the NCA partners proposed a set of revised goals

services for nurses and nursing students who
want to quit smoking, including private,
confidential, one-on-one web-based counseling.
In sum, Tobacco Free Nurses is a one-stop shop
for nurses who want to help their patients,
colleagues, friends or family stop using tobacco;
who are ready to quit, or want to join the
campaign for a tobacco free society.

On May 3rd, 2005 through collaboration
with the Agency for Health Care Policy Research,
Tobacco Free Nurses launched a pocket guide to
help nurses help patients with smoking cessation.
This guide is based on the scientific-based
principles of the Public Health Service’s Clinical
Practice Guideline. This pocket guide, Helping
Smokers Quit: A Guide for Nurses was reprinted
by the American Nurses Foundation and will be
distributed at national and state conventions of
nurses and other health care professionals.

As a result, NCA tactics over the next two years
will create a process that will sustain movement
towards high numbers of specialty nurses
certified in geriatrics during the course of the
NCA project and into the future.
